UPDATES & REMINDERS

 Landscaping:  We will be planting sod in late March-April to fill in bare areas on property. 
Please be patient as we must wait for the growing season beginning in April. 

 Work requiring plumbing shut-offs must be submitted to the office in time for us to give two 
business days’ notice to the building – please schedule accordingly.

 If the office will be required to unlock meter room doors, etc., please schedule repairs requiring 
this access during office business hours of 10 am – 2 pm. Maintenance can be made available 
upon request.

 Do not feed wildlife – it is against Florida law plus they can be quite destructive to the property. 
 Kindly do not interrupt maintenance staff or repairmen. Call/email the office concerning any 

repairs so we can issue work orders.
 Occasionally lost items like keys or glasses are returned to the office. Please check with the 

office.
 Be wise to security – lock your cars & units. We do have occasional prowlers checking vehicles 

at night or testing doors. Call 911 if you see anyone suspicious or have security concerns!

TRASH & RECYCLING – INFORMATION & REMINDERS
 Do not park in front of trash containers.
 PLEASE ABIDE BY THESE RECYCLING ITEMS GUIDELINES: Sarasota County accepts the 

following recyclable items:
 IMPORTANT: DO NOT PUT YOUR RECYCLING INTO PLASTIC BAGS! The bin must 

contain NO BAGS. If you bring your recycle in bags, just empty the bags into the bin. 
Loose items only!  

 Aluminum and steel cans
 Food and beverage cartons (flattened)
 Glass bottles and jars
 Mixed paper, paper board, cardboard, newspapers and magazines. Flatten all boxes.
 Plastic bottles
 Lightly rinse items and replace lids before putting recycle materials in the recycling bin.
 Do not overload. The lid must close completely.
